NOTICE

Many local offices have education and/or certification requirements for holding the office.  This publication contains ONLY the requirements for getting a candidate’s name on the ballot.  We urge all candidates to research the statutes pertaining to the office in which he or she is interested.

LOCAL OFFICES  XE "LOCAL OFFICES – NONPARTISAN" 
Candidates for county or district offices who receive a majority vote at the primary election are declared elected.  A Certificate of Election is issued to such a successful candidate and neither the name nor the office appears on the November ballot (E.C. §8140)


SECTION 1 - BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

“...[E]ach member shall have been a registered voter of the district which he seeks to represent for at least 30 days immediately preceding the deadline for filing nomination documents for the office of supervisor, and shall reside in the district during his incumbency.”  (G.C. §25041)

All candidates must complete and file a Form 700 XE "FORM 700" 

 XE "Form 700"  - Statement of Economic Interests by the close of the filing period (MARCH 9, 2012). (G.C. §87201)

SECTION 2 - COUNTY BOARD OF EDUCATION XE "COUNTY BOARD OF EDUCATION" 

 XE "County Board of Education" 
Any registered voter, who shall be a registered voter of the district which he or she represents, is eligible to be a member of the county board of education except the county superintendent of schools, any member of his staff, or any employee of a school district. (Ed. C. §1006)

All candidates must complete and file a Form 700 XE "FORM 700" 

 XE "Form 700"  - Statement of Economic Interests by the close of the filing period (MARCH 9, 2012). (G.C. §87201)

SECTION 3 - COUNTY CENTRAL COMMITTEES

On June 8, 2011, California voters approved Proposition 14, which created the Top Two Candidates Open Primary Act. Except for the office of U.S. President and members of a County Central Committee, offices that used to be known as “partisan offices” (e.g. state constitutional offices, U.S. Congress, and state legislative offices) are now known as voter-nominated offices. County Central Committees are now known as party-nominated offices. Only persons who are registered members of a political party may run for office of that political party.
If you are a voter who has declined to provide a political party preference (formerly known as “decline to state” voter), you may be able to sign signature-in-lieu of filing fees or nomination papers for a County Central Committee member if authorized by an individual party’s rules and duly noted by the Secretary of State. 

Political parties have until 135 days prior to an election to notify the Secretary of State whether they will allow voters who have declined to provide a political party preference to vote the ballot of that individual party.

SECTION 1 - SIGNATURES IN LIEU OF FILING FEEtc \l2 "SIGNATURES IN LIEU OF FILING FEE

 XE "SIGNATURES IN LIEU OF FILING FEE" 
A candidate may submit a petition containing signatures of registered voters in lieu of paying the filing fee to run for office.  The signatures submitted may cover all or a prorated portion of the filing fee.  That portion of the filing fee not covered by the signatures must be paid in full before the nomination papers may be filed.

On Friday, December 30, 2011, the County Clerk shall, upon request, furnish forms to each candidate for securing signatures in lieu of paying the required filing fee.  Forms may be picked up at the County Clerk’s Office in Independence between the hours of 8:00 A.M. - 12:00 P.M. and 1:00 P.M. - 5:00 P.M.

All Candidates must submit and file all signatures in lieu of filing fee with the County Clerk, Elections Department, no later than Thursday, February 23, 2011.
When the candidate files the in-lieu-filing-fee petition, the County Clerk shall count all valid signatures appearing on the petition toward the number of signatures required for the candidate’s nomination paper.  If the candidate’s in-lieu-filing-fee petition contains the number of valid signatures required for his or her nomination paper, the County Clerk shall not require the candidate to circulate a nomination paper to be signed by qualified registered voters.  NOTE: The candidate is still required to file a Declaration of Candidacy XE "Declaration of Candidacy"  during the nomination period.  (E.C. §8020, 8040, 8041, 8062, 8106)

Candidates who submit in-lieu-filing fee petitions that do not contain the number of signatures required for their nomination papers are still entitled to file nomination papers during the nomination period.  The number of valid signatures on the in-lieu-filing-fee petition may be applied to and combined with the valid number of signatures on the nomination paper to satisfy the signature requirement for the office.

SECTION 2 - DECLARATION OF CANDIDACYtc \l2 "DECLARATION OF CANDIDACY

 XE "DECLARATION OF CANDIDACY" 

 XE "Declaration of Candidacy" 
No candidate’s name shall be printed upon the primary ballot unless he/she files a Declaration of Candidacy XE "Declaration of Candidacy"  in the office of the County Clerk, Elections Department, between the dates of FEBRUARY 14, 2011* (February 13, 2011 falls on a holiday so the date is extended to the next business day) through MARCH 9, 2012 by 5:00 P.M. At the time of applying for this form, the candidate states the office for which he/she is running and must pay the filing fee, or submit petitions in-lieu of filing fee.  The payee is the County Clerk.  Filing fees are not refundable in the event that the candidate fails to qualify as a candidate.  Only forms issued by the County Clerk may be used.

(a)
Except as provided in subdivision (b) below, a candidate shall not remove a Declaration of Candidacy XE "Declaration of Candidacy"  form from the office of the County Clerk, and the County Clerk shall require all candidates filing a Declaration of Candidacy to execute the form in the office of the County Clerk.

(b)
A candidate may, in a written statement signed and dated by the candidate, designate a person to receive a Declaration of Candidacy XE "Declaration of Candidacy"  form from the County Clerk and deliver it to the candidate.  Such statement shall include language indicating that the candidate is aware that the Declaration of Candidacy must be properly executed and delivered to the County Clerk of the county of the candidate’s residence by the 88th day, MARCH 9, 2012, prior to the direct primary election.  The County Clerk shall retain such statement.

The candidate’s name will be printed on the ballot exactly as it appears on the Declaration of Candidacy XE "Declaration of Candidacy" .  Nicknames of candidates are permitted on the ballot provided the candidate has declared his candidacy under such name.  If a candidate changes his/her name within one year of any election, his/her new name shall not appear upon the ballot unless the change was made by marriage or decree of court of competent jurisdiction.(E.C. §8028, 8101, 13104)

SECTION 3 - NOMINATION PAPERStc \l2 "NOMINATION PAPERS

 XE "NOMINATION PAPERS" 

 XE "Nomination Papers" 


After a candidate files his/her Declaration of Candidacy XE "Declaration of Candidacy"  and pays his/her filing fee or submits signatures, as stated in Section 2 above, the County Clerk will issue nomination papers.  The required numbers of signatures on the nomination paper are to be obtained by either the candidate or appointed circulators of the candidate before filing.  

All nomination papers for the direct primary election must be left with the Elections Department not later than FRIDAY, MARCH 9, 2012, for examination and filing or for examination and certification and forwarding to the Secretary of State, as the case may be.  This closing date, the last day to file, is on a Friday and the office of the Elections Department will close promptly at 5:00 P.M., after which no nomination papers will be received unless the incumbent does not file, in which case there is an extension of time.

Nomination papers must be signed by voters residing within the district.

Each signer of a nomination paper can sign only as many nomination papers as there are places to be filled for such office.  No more sponsors shall be secured for any candidate than the maximum nor less than the minimum required for the office.

Each elector must sign his/her name on the nomination papers in the presence of the circulator, and must write in his/her place of residence.  It is important that the signer write in the above requirements.  The precinct designations will be added by the Elections Department after filing.

When the desired number of signatures of sponsors has been obtained, the circulator must swear to the affidavit appearing at the end of each section of the nomination paper and return all sections to the candidate to be left by him/her with the Elections Department.  The “Declaration of Circulator” must be done in the circulator’s own writing.
No fee whatsoever shall be collected by any office for verifying any nomination document or circulator’s affidavit.

All nomination papers for the primary shall be left for examination or filed in the Elections Department not later than 5:00 P.M. MARCH 9, 2012, unless there is an extension of time if the incumbent does not file.  The County Clerk will transmit those that are to be filed in the office of the Secretary of State within 5 days after being left for examination.

The County Clerk will not accept for filing any declaration or nomination papers unless all blanks therein are filled and will mark as “Non-Sufficient” any signature that does not appear in the same handwriting as appears on the affidavit of registration in his/her office or in which the declaration of party affiliation is not in accordance with the declaration of party affiliation in such affidavit of registration if for a party-nominated office.

The County Clerk is not responsible for an excess or lack of publicity.  All filing information is given to the newspapers and radio when the reporters call.

It is suggested that the prospective candidates for the coming election obtain the necessary forms from the Elections Department as soon as possible on or after the first day to circulate and file (FEBRUARY 14, 2012* - February 13, 2013 falls on a holiday so the date is extended to the next business day) and that the papers be filed as soon as completed so that any irregularities may be corrected before the last filing date.  If the papers are found to be “Non-Sufficient”, no additions or corrections can be made after 5:00 pm, MARCH 9, 2012, unless there is an extension of time if the incumbent does not file.  The Elections Department will gladly assist any candidate in the proper preparation of nomination papers. (E.C. §8066, 8068)  

SECTION 4 - CIRCULATORStc \l2 "CIRCULATORS

 XE "CIRCULATORS" 

 XE "Circulators" 
A candidate may circulate and obtain sponsors’ signatures for his/her own candidacy or he/she may appoint one or more circulators to secure signatures of sponsors on his/her nomination papers.  A circulator appointed by a candidate shall be a voter of the district.

None of the signatures on the nomination papers shall be obtained by either a County Clerk or any of his/her deputies, with the exception of the incumbent for the office of County Clerk.

Signers of nomination papers for party-nominated office must be the same political party as that for which the candidate seeks nomination in order for the signature to be sufficient. (E.C. §8042, 8065, 8066)

SECTION 5- BALLOT DESIGNATIONStc \l2 "BALLOT DESIGNATIONS
The candidate may request a ballot designation to appear under his/her name on the ballot, but are not required to and may leave the space for such designation blank. In order to notify the Elections Official of the candidate intention if no occupation is desired on the ballot under his/her name, the word “None” must be written on the application in the appropriate space. “None” will not appear on the ballot.

A candidate who wishes to have a ballot designation appear under his/her name on the ballot may choose ONLY ONE of the following:

	Office Title

	Words designating the elective city, county, district, state or federal office which the candidate holds at the time of filing the nomination papers to which he or she was elected by vote of the people, or to which he or she was appointed, in the case of a superior court judge.


	Examples:
Representative in Congress, 19th District

Member of the Board of Supervisors

	Incumbent

	The word “incumbent” if the candidate is a candidate for the same office which he or she holds at the time of filing the nomination papers, and was elected to that office by a vote of the people, or, in the case of a superior or municipal court judge, was appointed to that office.


	Example:

Incumbent

	Appointed Incumbent

	The phrase “appointed incumbent” if the candidate holds an office other than a judicial office by virtue of appointment, and the candidate is a candidate for election to the same office, or, if the candidate is a candidate for election to the same office or to some other office, the word “appointed“ and the title of the office.  In either instance, the candidate may not use the unmodified word “incumbent” or any words designating the office unmodified by the word “appointed.“


	Examples:

Appointed Incumbent

Appointed Governing Board Member

Appointed City Council Member

	Principal Occupation, Vocation, or Profession in 3 Words or Less

	The candidate may use a generic form of their principal profession, vocation, or occupation in no more than three words. Note: California geographical names will be considered one word.

See the following for Restrictions on Occupational Designations.
	Examples of acceptable designations:

Farmer, school teacher, small business owner, legislator

Examples of acceptable designations denoting a vocation:

Housewife, homemaker, parent, mother, father

Examples of unacceptable designations:

Sunkist Farmer, Owner of McDonald’s



	NO MISLEADING DESIGNATIONS:

The designation must not mislead the voter. No acronyms
	Example: 

You cannot use “teacher” if you only volunteer teaching Sunday School at church and are not a credentialed teacher



	NO STATUSES:

The designation must be the candidate’s principle occupation or vocation and cannot be a status. 
	Example of unacceptable designations:

Activist, taxpayer, patriot, concerned citizen, husband, wife, or veteran



	NO ABBREVIATION OF THE WORD “RETIRED”

No abbreviation of the word “retired” may be used and “retired” may not be placed following any word or words it modifies.
	Examples of acceptable designations:

Retired Police Officer

Examples of unacceptable designations:

Ret. Police Officer

Police Officer, Retired



	NO PREFIXES:

No prefix that indicates prior status may be used, except for the word “retired” (see above).
	Examples of unacceptable designations:

Former Surgeon
Ex-School Principal



	NO POLITICAL PARTY:

The name of a political party may not be used, whether or not it has been qualified for the ballot. Note: Central Committee XE "Committee"  candidates are the exception to this rule.


	Examples of unacceptable designations:

Republican Legislator

Democratic Congressman

	NO UNLAWFUL ACTIVITIES:

No references related to any activity, which is prohibited by law, may be used.
	Examples of unacceptable designations:

Drug Dealer

	NO RACIAL, RELIGIOUS, OR ETHNIC GROUP:

No words may be used that refer to a racial, religious or ethnic group.
	Examples of acceptable designation:

Priest

Examples of unacceptable designation:

Catholic Priest


(Elections Code section 13107 & Cal Regulation 20710 et seq.)

Notice of Unacceptable Designations

If an election official finds an occupational designation to be in violation of the above restrictions, the candidate will be notified by certified mail.

The candidate must come to the elections office and provide an alternative designation within three days from the date of receipt of the notice. If he/she fails to provide an alternative designation within this time, the candidate’s name will appear on the ballot without a designation.

SECTION 1 - TIME FOR FILINGtc \l2 "TIME FOR FILING
The Candidate XE "Candidate" ’s Statement of Qualifications must be filed on a form provided by the County Clerk at the time of filing nomination papers.

The Candidate XE "Candidate" ’s Statement of Qualifications may be withdrawn, but not changed, during the period for filing nomination papers and until 5:00 P.M. of the next working day after the close of the nomination period.(E.C. §13307)

SECTION 2 - COST OF STATEMENTtc \l2 "COST OF STATEMENT
All costs in handling of the statement must be paid by each candidate. (E.C. §13307)

SECTION 3 - LAWS REGARDING STATEMENTStc \l2 " LAWS REGARDING STATEMENTS
Each candidate for elective office in any local agency, city or county or district may prepare a candidate’s statement on an appropriate form provided by the County Clerk.  Such statement may include the name, age and occupation of the candidate and brief description of no more than 200 words, of the candidate’s education and qualifications expressed by the candidate himself/herself.  Such statement shall not include the party affiliation of the candidate, nor membership or activity in partisan political organizations.

The candidate’s statement shall be filed in the office of the County Clerk when his/her nomination papers are returned for filing, if it is for a primary election, or for an election for offices for which there is no primary. The candidate’s statement shall be filed in the Office of the County Clerk no later than the 88th day before the election, if it is for an election for which nomination papers are not required to be filed.  

The clerk shall send to each voter together with the sample ballot, a voter’s pamphlet that contains the written statements of each candidate that is prepared pursuant to this section.  The statement of each candidate shall be printed in type of uniform size and darkness, and with uniform spacing.

Nothing in this section shall be deemed to make any such statement or the authors thereof free or exempt from any civil or criminal action or penalty because of any false, slanderous or libelous statements offered for printing or contained in the voter’s pamphlet. (E.C. §13307)

SECTION 1 - POLITICAL ADVERTISEMENT REQUIREMENTtc \l2 "POLITICAL ADVERTISEMENT REQUIREMENT
Any paid political advertisement which refers to an election or to any candidate for state or local elective office and which is contained in or distributed with a newspaper, shall bear on each surface or page thereof, in type or lettering at least half as large as the type or lettering of the advertisement, or in 10-point roman type, whichever is larger, the words “Paid Political Advertisement. “Such words shall be set apart from any other printed matter.

As used in this section “Paid Political Advertisement” shall mean, and shall be limited to, published statements paid for by advertisers for purposes of supporting or defeating any person who has filed for an elective state or local office. (E.C. §20008)

SECTION 2 - SIMULATED BALLOT REQUIREMENTtc \l2 "SIMULATED BALLOT REQUIREMENT

 XE "SIMULATED BALLOT REQUIREMENT" 

 XE "Simulated Ballot Requirement" 
a) Every simulated ballot or simulated sample ballot shall bear on each surface or page thereof, in type or lettering at least half as large as the type or lettering of such statement or words or in 10-point roman type, whichever is larger, in a printed or drawn box and set apart from any other printed matter, the following statement:

Notice to Voter (Required by Law)

This is not an official ballot or an official sample ballot prepared by the county elections official or the Secretary of State.

A post office box may be stated in lieu of a street address if the organization’s address is a matter of public record with the Secretary of State.

b) If the sender of the mass mailing is a single candidate or committee, the name, street address, and city of the candidate or committee need only be shown on the outside of each piece of mail.

c) If the sender of a mass mailing is a controlled committee, the name of the person controlling the committee shall be included in addition to the information required in subdivision (a).

SECTION 6 - ELECTIONEERING NEAR POLLING PLACEtc \l2 "ELECTIONEERING NEAR POLLING PLACE

 XE "ELECTIONEERING NEAR POLLING PLACE" 

 XE "Electioneering Near Polling Place" 
No person, on Election Day, or at any time that a voter may be casting a ballot, shall, within 100 feet of a polling place or an election official’s office:

a) Circulate an initiative, referendum, recall, nomination petition or any other petition


b) Solicit a vote or speak to a voter on the subject of marking his or 
her ballot

c) Place a sign relating to voters’ qualifications or speak to a voter on the subject of his or her qualifications except as provided in Section 14240

d) Do any electioneering

As used in this section “100 feet of a polling place” shall mean a distance 100 feet from the room or rooms in which voters are signing the roster and casting ballots.

Any person who violates any of the provisions of this section is guilty of a misdemeanor. (E.C. §18370)

The placement of political signs may be regulated by the state, county or city, depending upon the location of such signs:

STATE

Under provisions of the State Outdoor Advertising Act, signs may not be placed within the rights of way of any public road or highway or adjacent to a landscaped freeway: and signs may not be placed adjacent to a Federal -aid or Primary or an Interstate highway unless they are in compliance with the controls set forth in detail in this act. Before signs are placed in unincorporated areas within 660 feet of the right of way of a Federal-aid or Primary or an Interstate highway, a Statement of Responsibility (available from this office) must be completed and returned to the Department of Transportation district office.  The Department of Transportation district office is prepared to answer any questions candidates may have about the state law regulating campaign signs. COUNTY

9.16.010 No person shall paint, post, attach or affix any handbill, dodger, notice, sign or advertisement upon or to any bridge, fence, building or other property belonging to the county, or any tree situated in any public highway of the county; and no person shall deface, mar or disfigure any bridge, fence, building or other structure belonging to the county; or any tree situated in any public highway of the county; by painting, cutting, scratching or breaking the same or attaching or affixing anything thereto.

9.16.020 No person shall erect, construct, place or maintain any signboard, billboard, sign or advertisement, in, over or on any public highway of the county.

CITIES

Candidates need to check with the City Clerk of the city in which they wish to place political signs to make sure such signs are not in violation of any city ordinance.

For purposes of this section, “contribution“ and “loan“ do not include any payments from the candidate’s personal funds for a candidate filing fee or a candidate statement of qualifications fee. (G.C. §85200)

Statement of Organization (Form 410 XE "FORM 410"

A recipient committee is any individual (including an officeholder or a candidate), group of individuals, organization or any other entity that receives contributions totaling $1000 or more during a calendar year.  Personal funds used to pay a candidate’s filing fee or a fee for statement of qualifications to appear in the ballot is not counted toward the $1000 threshold.

Every committee shall file with the Secretary of State a statement of organization within 10 days after it has qualified as a committee.  The committee shall file the original of the statement of organization with the Secretary of State and shall also file a copy of the statement with the local filing officer (County Clerk).  This must be done within 10 days of qualifying as a committee.  The Secretary of State shall assign a number to each committee who files a statement of organization and shall notify the committee of the number.  

If a committee meets the $1000 threshold before the date of an election, but after the closing date of the last campaign statement, the committee shall file, by telegram or personal delivery within 24 hours of qualifying as a committee, the information required to be reported in the statement of organization.  The information is required to be filed with the filing officer (County Clerk).  A Form 410 XE "FORM 410" 

 XE "Form 410"  must also be filed with the Secretary of State within 10 days.

tc \l3 "Statement of Organization (Form 410)A recipient committee is any individual (including an officeholder or a candidate), group of individuals, organization or any other entity that receives contributions totaling $1000 or more during a calendar year.  Personal funds used to pay a candidate=s filing fee or a fee for statement of qualifications to appear in the ballot are not counted toward the $1000 threshold.Every committee shall file with the Secretary of State a statement of organization within 10 days after it has qualified as a committee. b) The name of the financial institution, the specific location, and the account number shall be filed with the commission as provided by subdivision (h).

c) All contributions or loans made to the candidate, to a person on behalf of the candidate, or to the candidate’s controlled committee shall be deposited in the account.

d) Any personal funds that will be utilized to promote the election of the candidate shall be deposited in the account prior to expenditure.

e) All campaign expenditures shall be made from the account.

f) Subdivisions (d) and (e) do not apply to candidate’s payment for a filing fee and statement of qualifications from his or her personal funds.

g) This section does not apply to a candidate who will not receive contributions and who will make expenditures from personal funds of less than one thousand dollars ($1000) in a calendar year to support his or her candidacy.  For purposes of this section, a candidate’s payment for a filing fee and statement of qualifications shall not be included in calculating the total expenditures made.

h) Within ten (10) days after receiving or expending one thousand dollars ($1000) in a calendar year, the candidate shall file a Form 410 XE "FORM 410"

· Forms 501 XE "FORM 501"  and 410 XE "FORM 410"  and establishment of a campaign bank account are not required if you do not solicit or receive contributions from others, and the only expenditures will be your personal funds for a filing fee and/or statement of qualifications that will appear in the voter pamphlet.

· Form 410 XE "FORM 410" 

 XE "Form 410"  is not required if you do not solicit or receive contributions from others, and you will expend personal funds totaling less than $1000 in a calendar year on your campaign. All candidates and committees are required to file semi-annual campaign statements no later than January 31 and July 31, with the exception of judges or elected officers whose salaries are less than one hundred dollars ($100) a month unless such judge or elected officer is a candidate or committee which receives contributions or makes expenditures during the applicable six month period.

In addition to the above semiannual campaign statement, candidates, elected officers, controlled committees and any committee formed primarily to support or oppose a candidate or a measure and all other committees that have made or received contributions of one thousand dollars ($1000) or more must file campaign statements (Form 460 XE "FORM 460"

· They do not anticipate receiving contributions, repayments of outstanding loans made to others, or any other receipts in the future, and they do not anticipate making expenditures in the future; and

· They have eliminated or are declaring that they have no intention or ability to discharge all their debts, loans received, and other obligations; and

· They have no funds; and

· They have filed all required campaign statements disclosing all reportable transactions, including disposition of funds.

“Candidate XE "Candidate" ” means an individual who is listed on the ballot or who has qualified to have write-in votes on his or her behalf counted by election officials, for nomination for or election to any elective office, or who gives his or her consent for any other person to receive a contribution or make an expenditure with a view to bringing about his or her nomination or election to any elective office, whether or not the specific elective office for which he or she will seek nomination or election is known at the time the contribution is received or the expenditure is made and whether or not he or she has announced his or her candidacy or filed a Declaration of Candidacy XE "Declaration of Candidacy"  at such time.  “Candidate” also includes any officeholder who is the subject of a recall election.  An individual who becomes a candidate shall retain his or her status as a candidate until such time as that status is terminated pursuant to G.C. §84214.  “Candidate” does not include any person within the meaning of Section 301(b) of the Federal Election Campaign Act of 1971. (G.C. §82007)

An expenditure made at the behest of a candidate, committee or elected officer is a contribution to the candidate, committee or elected officer unless full and adequate consideration is received for making the expenditure.

The term “contribution“ includes the purchase of tickets for events such as dinners, luncheons, rallies and similar fundraising events; the candidate=s own money or property used on behalf of his or her candidacy; the granting of discounts or rebates not extended to the public generally or the granting of discounts or rebates by television and radio stations and newspapers not extended on an equal basis to all candidates for the same office; the payment of compensation by any person for the personal services or expenses of any other person if such services are rendered or expenses incurred on behalf of a candidate or committee without payment of full and adequate consideration.
The term “contribution“ further includes any transfer of anything of value received by a committee from another committee, unless full and adequate consideration is received.

The term “contribution“ does not include amounts received pursuant to an enforceable promise to the extent such amounts have been previously reported as a contribution. However, the fact that such amounts have been received shall be indicated in the appropriate campaign statement.

The term “contribution“ does not include a payment made by an occupant of a home or office for costs related to any meeting or fundraising event held in the occupant’s home or office if the costs for the meeting or fundraising event are five hundred dollars ($500) or less.

Notwithstanding the foregoing definition of “contribution“ the term does not include volunteer personal services or payments made by any individual for his or her own travel expenses if such payments are made voluntarily without any understanding or agreement that they shall be, directly or indirectly, repaid to him or her.

A loan received by a candidate or committee is a contribution unless the loan is received from a commercial lending institution in the ordinary course of business, or it is clear from the surrounding circumstances that it is not for political purposes.  (G.C. §82015. 84216)

FAIR CAMPAIGN PRACTICES
Each candidate for public office in this state is encouraged by the legislature to subscribe to the Code of Fair Campaign Practices XE "Code of Fair Campaign Practices" .  It is the ultimate intent of the Legislature that every candidate for public office in this state who subscribes to the Code of Fair Campaign practices will follow the basic principles of decency, honesty, and fair play in order that, after vigorously contested, but fairly conducted campaigns, the citizens of this state may exercise their constitutional right to vote free from dishonest and unethical practices which tend to prevent the full and free expression of the will of the voters.

The purpose in creating the Code of Fair Campaign Practices XE "Code of Fair Campaign Practices"  is to give voters guidelines in determining fair play and to encourage candidates to discuss issues instead of untruths or distortions. (E.C. §20400)

At the time an individual files his or her Declaration of Candidacy XE "Declaration of Candidacy" , nomination papers, or any other paper evidencing an intention to be a candidate for public office, the clerk shall give the individual a blank form of the Code of Fair Campaign Practices XE "Code of Fair Campaign Practices"  and a copy of this chapter.  The clerk shall inform each candidate for public office that subscription to the code is voluntary.  (E.C. §20440)

Every code subscribed to by a candidate for public office pursuant to this chapter is public record open for public inspection. (E.C. §20443)
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1 The period covered by any statement begins on the day after the closing date of the last statement filed, or January 1, if no previous statement has been filed.


2The recipient of a late in-kind contribution must file a late contribution report within 48 hours from the time the in-kind contribution is received.
