On August 9, 2025, Billy
was hiking in Southern California with a friend. After their hike, he separated from that friend and
is believed to have headed toward Inyo County. He was later reported missing on September
10, 2025.
It is believed that Billy may have attempted to climb Temple Crag, but after an unsuccessful
search and rescue operation spanning several days, he has not been located.
Additional information from family suggests he may have traveled to North Palisades, Mt. Sill,
Thunderbolt Peak, or Mt. Agassiz.
