Consolidated Office Building, with participation from multiple
partner agencies. On April 26, the Superhero 5K — Racing for
Heroes event was held at Bishop City Park, engaging families,
youth, and community partners in celebrating the message
that “Every Child Deserves a Hero.” Both events strengthened
collaboration, increased public awareness, and reinforced the
community’s commitment to protecting and supporting
children and families in Inyo County

on Monday, May 5, 2025, from 5:30 to 7:30 p.m. Guest
speakers from Way of the Sacred Mountain and the Red Tipi
Project will be in attendance. She noted that this event
provides an opportunity to engage community services for
teenage youth.
