Washed out, impassable with a 9-foot-deep cut; closed from Trona Wildrose Rd into Rattlesnake Gulch. No

anticipated opening date currently.

Three different culverts, that carry Cottonwood Creek beneath the road were washed away during Storm
Hilary. Flash flooding caused extensive damage, and the dirt road was washed out in multiple areas. No
anticipated opening date currently.

e Storm Hilary caused long-term damage to Cottonwood Rd., Wildrose Rd and Old Toll Rd. These roads
currently have no estimated reopen dates.
